BOARD OF DIRECTORS

MEETING MINUTES FOR NOVEMBER 21, 2000

The BHRA Board of Directors met on November 21, 2000 at the School District Office.  The meeting began at 7:30 a.m.

COMMITTEE CHAIR REPORTS
Dinner/Reservations—Lisa Jacobus

Lisa reported that 58 people attended the November dinner meeting.  Brian Gohlke won the $100 prize.  Jill suggested that we coordinate speaker evaluations for future meetings.  There was discussion about whose responsibility that would be.  Marlene volunteered to do it.  Steve suggested that we use e-mail after the meeting to send out the evaluations.  Lisa and Marlene will research where past evaluations were kept.  Steve and Marlene will proceed.

Membership-Amy Baumeister

The member books went out last week.  There are 120 members total, but Marlene pointed out that SHRM thinks we have 442.  She mentioned that the national office has had some problems with their computer system.  Amy said that someone had asked about joining late and paying a pro-rated membership fee.  It was decided that would not be allowed.  Another concern was brought up about outside companies paying the membership fee to avoid the higher ad price.  Amy said she keep an eye out for that.

Certification/Professional Development-Jill Leitzen/Mary Kay Leuty (for Keri Austin)

Jill bought the SHRM Learning System with the $500 grant from SHRM.  It will be loaned to Gordon Lynch and another person taking the certification exam from Mercy.  The brochure for the January seminar will be sent in December and will be placed on the website.  A question was asked about how to pay Sandy Boost from SHRM for her services at the seminar.  At maximum, we will pay her travel expenses, but we may not have to since she is our Area Supervisor. 

Newsletter-Amy Kingsland

Amy would like any articles for the December newsletter sent to her by December 4.  It will be posted in mid-December.  Keri will write an article about the January seminar, Marlene will write one about the Leadership Conference, Jill—the grant and the purchase of the Learning System, Steve—the  website, Brian may write a legislative update and Amy—the scholarship to Kevin Fox.  Steve mentioned that we could import pictures into the newsletter using a digital camera and/or scanner.

Student Chapter-Kevin Fox

Kevin thanked the board for the scholarship; it was very much appreciated.  He said the student chapter would have elections next week for the next term.  The student website is up and can be accessed through the UWW website or the BHRA website.  Internships and job postings can be posted and resumes of students and/or graduates can be found there.
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Website/Communications-Steve Havlovic

Steve mentioned that the demonstration of the website at the November dinner meeting went OK, but he felt that only three people actually learned from it.  The other on-lookers were already using the site.  He hopes that the seminar demonstration will reach a wider audience.  He is still concerned about the lack of updated membership information on the site and the lack of use on the discussion groups.  He suggested that we start to use the site in January for meeting registration and then in February have it set up for payment also.  It was suggested that the site be set up better for bookmarking.  It currently has a firewall that blocks people from getting in when using a bookmark.  Steve attended the meeting held by Wisconsin State SHRM.  There was a consultant there trying to sell his services to SHRM, but the consensus of the attendees was to hold off on most of his services.  Steve also learned some information about what other chapters are doing with their websites and concluded that we are doing very well comparatively.  The state site will offer job-posting services.  The state will also give a kickback of $500 for chapters who can upload their membership data through Access.  Ed Wood volunteered to help with the project if needed.

Legislative—Brian Gohlke

Brian met with his committee and offered writing hot legislative topics to place in the newsletter at least once per quarter.  He wondered about getting demographic information about our membership to find out sizes of companies, which counties member companies are in, etc.  This information would help target legislative issues.  Brian sent a letter to all federal, state and county representatives in this area to find out if any would be interested in attending a Legislative breakfast.  So far, he has had no response with a December 1 deadline.  He will send out reminder letters.  Brian and his committee are still a bit confused as to what their goal/mission is.  He’s not familiar with the history of the committee and what to do moving forward.  Marlene offered to discuss further with him.

NEW BUSINESS

Mary Kay suggested that Paula purchase a gift for Ed Wood, past president, for his service to BHRA and his state involvement.  It was agreed that a $100 gift certificate to the National SHRM catalog be given.  It will be presented at the next membership meeting.

Board members were given a copy of the Chapter Activity Plan, due January 31, 2001, to review and give input at the next board meeting.

Marlene talked about her experience at the Leadership conference and suggested offering our chapter member list to national SHRM, because they are offering proceeds from the sales of such lists to individual chapters on a pro-rata basis.  After some discussion, it was decided that it was something we would put off until next year, so that we can put something on our membership application asking permission from each member to give out such information.
