COMMITTEE  CHAIR REPORTS

Membership-Amy Baumeister

Several people have contacted Amy to inquire about membership for next year.

Programming-Jean Randles

Susan Mesinger from SHRM will present at the next membership meeting.  She will speak about the various ways that SHRM can help facilitate lobbying efforts on a local and national level.  It will provide a different legislative perspective than the last membership meeting.  Jean has contacted her via FAX to confirm.  Susan will be reimbursed for her travel expenses.  

Certification-Keri Austin

Keri reported that four people are continuing to study for the May certification exam.  Jill has received a new application and a video offered by HCRI that will help promote certification.  The board discussed showing the video at next year’s first membership meeting.

Newsletter-Amy Kingsland

Amy received many articles for last month’s newsletter.  She will need articles for the May newsletter by May 3rd.

Student Chapter-Steve Havlovic (for Kevin Fox)

Steve reported that UWW has more internships available than students.  He is trying to encourage students with an HR minor to do more internships.  There has been some interest from the student group about attending the golf outing.  Five students that signed up for the last membership meeting did not attend the meeting.  The board discussed whether they should still be charged for the meeting.  The consensus was that they should, but Steve was going to find out more about why they did not attend. Website-Steve Havlovic

Steve reported that there are still many incorrect or missing e-mail addresses listed on our website.  Amy did receive four new addresses when she contacted some people about the upcoming wage survey.  To update the website, the board discussed dividing up the list of incorrect (3) and/or missing (25) addresses and contacting those members directly.  

Steve will prepare the website for the golf outing registration.  He will also try to scan the superior merit award logo onto the site.
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Legislative-Brian Gohlke

Brian received a lot of positive feedback from the legislative breakfast meeting.  Many thought BHRA should do meetings like that on a more regular basis.  The meeting attracted many senior HR professionals that do not normally attend BHRA meetings.  We may want to set aside a longer meeting for that topic, because of the number of questions that were asked.  The board also discussed eliminating the overview from each legislator before the open forum, but it gives the legislator a chance to give his/her views up front.  Another suggestion would be to focus future meetings on either the state or federal issues.  Steve suggested video taping meetings like that for members who cannot attend, but are interested in the discussions.

Dinner/Reservations-Lisa Jacobus

The reservations for the membership meetings are going rather smoothly for Lisa.  She did mention that it has been somewhat difficult to coordinate funds with Paula, but it hasn’t caused any major problems.

Amy Kingsland will coordinate the prizes and publish the details in the next newsletter.
